Whilst we 
always encourage children to respectful, it is sometimes necessary for children to break the 
rules and say ‘No’ when they are faced with situations that make them feel ‘yukky’ or scared. 
 
We also encouraged the children to think about trusted grown-ups that they could talk to if they 
had a ‘yukky’ feeling.
